Ropo Eero 1991. Opettajaecksperttiyden ke-
hittyminen — tutkimustuloksia ja ndkékulmia.
— Eksperttiyden olemusta koskeva tutkimus
alkoi 1960-luvulla. Sen jéalkeen eksperttiytta
on tarkasteltu monilla ammattialoilla. Opetta-
jien eksperttiystutkimuksen kéynnistdjd on
Pittsburgin yliopistossa tyodskentelevd Gaea
Leinhardt, joka on jaotellut eksperttiyden vii-
teen asteeseen. Artikkelissa késitelldén eks-
perttiyden kehittymisen peruspiirteitd yhdek-
sén véittdmén pohjalta. Artikkelin mukaan
eksperttiyden tutkimus on tdhén asti tarkastel-
lut eroja kokeneiden ja aloittelevien valilla.

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Pantzar Eero 1991. Continuing education as
the basis of educational planning — backg-
round and reality in the 1970s and 1980s.
— Continuing/lifelong education is part of the
fundamental features of Finnish educational
thinking. It has been evident throughout edu-
cational planning and especially so in the
1970s and 1980s. The article deals with es-
sence of the work of committees involved in
educational planning from the point of view of
continuing education. The author also pre-
sents the limitations of the concept and the
policies implemented with regard to it in Fin-
nish educational planning.
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Ropo Eero 1991. The developmet of teacher
expertise — research findings and points of
view.

— Research on the subject of expertise began
in the 1960s. Since then it has been exami-
ned in several occupational sectors. Gaea
Leinhardt, a researcher at hte University of
Pittsburgh, USA, initiated research on experti-
se and divided it into five levels. With nine the-
orems as the basis, the article deals with the
fundamental aspects of the development of
expertise. According to the author, research
on expertise has so far been directed at diffe-
rences between those who are experienced
and those who are novices. Nevertheless, the
processes that have led to these differences
are largely unknown.
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Sarala Urpo 1991. Quality circles as learner
work groups.

— The rapid changes taking place in the work
life place increasing emphasis on the need for
continuous learning on the part of personnel.
In place of and alongside separately arranged
training there are plans for arranging and de-
veloping learning within the work community
in direct contact with work. Quality circles are
part of the daily routine in many successful
companies in Japan and the United States.
The article examines the quality circle as an

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Tuomisto Jukka 1991. The development of
lifelong education — its premises and prob-
lems.

— The principle of lifelong education has
been adopted as the fundamental guideline of
educational planning and development in Fin-
land. The implementation of continuing edu-
cation has been a subject dealt with by several
committees and working groups. Neverthe-
less, it seems that this principle has not been
understood in sufficient depth and that there
are many problems in applying it into practice.
The solving of these problems will require a
greater degree of focusing of theoretical dis-
cussion and the putting into practice of the
necessary measures. The article presents an
outline of the relationships between lifelong
education and continuing education and cer-
tain other closely associated concepts. The ar-
ticle also looks into the forms that lifelong
education can take and their significance from
the point of view development work. Certain
special characteristics of the research in this
sector are also presented.
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
