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Cleridae (Coleoptera) from miombo woodland in Zambia 
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The Cleridae is a mainly tropical family the mem­
bers of which are predominantly predacious in both 
the larval and adult stages, preying especially on 
bark- and wood-associated Coleoptera. In general, 
the ecology of the tropical clerids is poorly known 
(e.g. Corporaal1950, Winkler 1961). 

This report is based on material collected in 
1979-80 during a study on the annual flight pat-

terns of timber insects in miombo savanna 
woodland. For details, see Lt:iyttyniemi & Lt:iyt­
tyniemi 1983. 

The species found are presented in Table 1. 
In general, the intense flight commenced with 
the rains in October-November while occurrence 
was more or less occasional during the dry sea­
son in May-September. For comparision with
