The discour-
ses of social classin the analysed texts re-
ly on 1) critique of inequality, 2) cultural
distinctions of the middle class, and on
3) insistence of democracy. Regardless of
this discursive diversity the hegemony
of a unified middle-class food culture is
never questioned, and the lack of access
to this legitimate food culture consti-

tutes alack of a food culture altogether.

Nina Saiskilahti: Amelie's eye -
Belonging and the micropolitics of

art

Adopting a Deleuze-Guattarian frame-
work, this article discusses a practice-
based study in which the notion of be-
longing was explored with recruited par-
ticipants through the material practices
of art making. The article addresses the
relations between art and politics and fo-
cuses on art encounters as material and
sensual encounters. After establishing
the approach, I look at the micropoliti-
cal, the capacity to affect and be affected
in transformative art encounters. I focus
onasingle example taken from the multi-
plicity of art works created in the writing
workshop under scrutiny, a visual poem,
aswellas the responses of exhibition visi-

tors collected by the research team.
