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The number of accessions amounted to 705 vertebrates, 26,761 insects and 6,407 samples
of other invertebrates. The systematic groups represented are listed, and some noteworthy
finds are recorded. Cochylidia moguntiana (Rossl.) (Lepidoptera) is reported as new to

Finland.

Vertebrates Division
