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The number of accessions in 2013 amounted to 1,577 vertebrate specimens, 23,820 insects, and
2,931 samples of other invertebrates. The systematic groups represented are listed below.

Vertebrates

The vertebrate collections increased by 1,577
samples, which included 630 mammals, 864
birds, 2 reptiles, 20 amphibians and 61 fishes.
Some of the noteworthy additions are mentioned
below.

Mammalia: Olavi Stenman finalized the do-
nation of his large collection of seal skulls, col-
lected from the Finnish coasts during the late
20th century, while working at the Finnish Game
and Fisheries Research Institute. The 359 skulls
of grey seals Halichoerus grypus (Fabricius) fol-
low up the 230 skulls of Pusa hispida (Schreber)
donated earlier. Now the museum collection ex-
ceeds 1,100 seal skulls.

Aves: An adult female Montagu’s harrier Cir-
cus pygargus (Linnaeus) from Ob: Kemijérvi,
Tohmo, 3.6.2010, leg. Pirkka Aalto, det. Martti
Hildén. The find comes from the very extreme
north of the species breeding range. A large lot
of frozen vertebrates, received from the Univer-
sity of Eastern Finland, included some arctic va-
grant birds: a juvenile pomarine skua Stercorar-
ius pomarinus (Temminck) from Sh: Kuopio,

Sdyneensalo, Hautalahti, 27.10.1988, leg. Fle-
g0 Mononen, det. Martti Hilden, and two little
auks Alle alle (Linnaeus) from Kb: Nurmes, Po-
rokyld, 10.12.2003, leg. Hannu Lehtoranta and
KI: Parikkala, Melkoniemi, Riihilahti, 1.11.1998,
leg. Pauli Kantonen. The exceptionally strong mi-
gration of juvenile hawk owls Surnia ulula (Lin-
nacus) to Southern Finland in the autumn 2013
(BirdLife Suomi 2013), resulted in several casu-
alties by collision with glass panes, five of which
were acquired by the museum. Three nests of
the penduline tit Remiz pendulinus (Linnaeus), a
rare breeding species in Finland, were obtained
in 2012. Two of these came from N: Espoo, Laa-
jalahti, leg. Antti Mikala and Markus Piha, and
one form Ab: Raasepori, Karjaa, Lapptrasket, leg.
Aleksi Lehikoinen.

Pisces: A head skeleton of the twaite shad
Alosa fallax (Lacepéde), leg. & det. E. J. Valo-
virta, bought from the fish market in Helsinki
28.7.1967. The fish probably comes from near-
by waters of the Gulf of Finland. No previous ob-
servations are known from the northern Baltic in
the period of 1954-1995 (Koli 1990; Lehtonen
2006).
