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Asign that the lovely Nordic summer
is here is that the first issue of Nordisk
Judaistik / Scandinavian Jewish Studies is pub-
lished. We have now reached volume 33.The
journal was inaugurated as long ago as 1973,
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but a pause in the early 2000s means we have
only reached volume 33 so far.

This issue contains three research art-
icles, all in English. Avner Shamir writes
about how the term ‘rabbi’ was used in
internal Christian debates in the sixteenth
century. Even though the term is naturally
Jewish, it was used by Christians about fel-
low Christians in some situations. Victoria
Van Orden Martinez describes how about
a thousand Jewish and non-Jewish refugees
from Poland were placed in the small vil-
lage of Oreryd in Smaland after the Second
World War. The article offers a contribution
to the study of how survivors experienced life
in Swedish refugee camps. Anders Ackfeldt
and Erik Magnusson analyse the image of
Jews as presented in American hip-hop. They
argue that the image is allosemitic rather
than antisemitic.

In an overview article, Jennifer Nystrém
summarises the doctoral thesis she defended
in September 2021 at Lund University. It
analyses how Messianic Jews in Jerusalem
interpret Romans 11, placing it within the
framework of contemporary scholarship on
Paul.

This issue also contains four book reviews.
Maja Gildin Zuckerman reviews Sofie Lene
Bak’s book Racismeparagraffen (2021), which
deals with the act of law passed in Denmark
in 1939 to combat racist, not least antisemitic,
propaganda. Jens Carlesson Magalhdes re-
views the anthology Key Concepts in the Study
of Antisemitism (2021), which presents 21
key terms in the history of antisemitism,
from ‘anti-Judaism’ via Jewish self-hatred’ to
“Zionism'. Finally, two similar Swedish books
are presented. Ruth Illman reviews the book
Jude i Sverige: en antologi (2021), where 29
Swedish Jews write about their relationship
to Jewishness. Taija Chaya Votkin reviews
the book @Stoltjude: om judiskt liv i Sverige
(2022), which compiles texts by young Jews

in Sweden today, originally published on
Instagram. Both books emphasise diversity:
there are many ways to be Jewish.
