H Scandinavian Jewish Studies, vol. 28(2),
ar det forsta numret av tidskriften som
utkommer i den férnyade webbportalen med ny
webbadress. Under hostens lopp har en ny platt-
form for tidskriften byggts upp inom ramarna
tor publikationsportalen Journal .fi, som 4r den
frimsta publiceringskanalen for vetenskapstid-
skrifter i Finland. Den uppritthélls av Veten-
skapliga samfundens delegation (TSV), en
takorganisation for vetenskapliga sillskap och
sammanslutningar i Finland med specialkun-
nande inom vetenskapspublicering i allminhet
och open access publicering i synnerhet.
Liksom tidskriftens tidigare webbplats dr
dven den nya portalen uppbyggd med hjilp av
Open Journal System 3.o-programvaran som &r
utvecklad for att svara mot bide skribenternas,
lisarnas, utgivarnas och finansiirernas behov av
ett palitligt, smidigt och interaktivt redigerings-
och publiceringsverktyg. Anvindargrinssnittet
har trots allt fitt sig ett rejilt ansiktslyft och en
hel del tekniska forbittringar har gjorts. Allt
detta torde underlitta arbetet med tidskrif-
ten och gora den mera intressant, attraktiv och
beaktansviard for sivil lisare som skribenter,
granskare och vetenskapssamfundet i stort. Vi
hoppas att ni hittar fram till den nya portalen
och trivs med den!
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Detta tidskriftsnummer erbjuder fyra veten-
skapliga artiklar samt en bokrecension. Artik-
larna nirmar sig judaistiska sporsmil utgiende
frin olika vetenskapliga perspektiv, metodo-
logier och tidsperioder och illustrerar pd si
sitt den bredd som NJ strivar efter att repre-
sentera. Den forsta artikeln, skriven av Lena
Roos, behandlar den mangbottnade frigan
om “cross-dressing”, d.v.s. att kld sig i klider
som inte forknippas med det egna koénet eller
den egna gruppen, utgiende frin den medel-
tida etiska traktaten Sefer Chasidim. Di textens
explicita tillitelse av sddana praktiker i sdrskilda
situationer belyses med hjilp av samtida judiska
och kristna killor kan konturerna av en intrikat
grinsdragningspraktik tecknas ddr savil relatio-
nen mellan kénen som mellan religiésa grupper
spelar in.

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presenteras en Oversiktsartikel skriven av
Jennifer Nystrom som behandlar det nyligen
utgivna dokumentet "Gud tar inte tillbaka sina
gavor och sin kallelse”. Detta dokument, utgi-
vet av en dialogkommission inom Katolska
kyrkan, d4r dmnat som en teologisk reflektion
over fragosr av relevans for judisk-katolska
fragor idag. Avslutningsvis publiceras Kristian
Gerners recension av André Swanstroms nyut-
komna bok Judarna och toleransens psykobistoria i

Storfurstendomet Finland 1825-1917.
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This autumn issue of Nordisk Judaistik — Scandi-
navian Jewish Studies (vol. 28(2)) is the first issue
of the magazine published in the renewed web
portal with a new URL. During the autumn, a
new platform for the magazine has been devel-
oped within the framework of the publication
portal Journal.fi, which is the main publish-
ing channel for scientific journals in Finland.
It is maintained by the Federation of Finnish
Learned Societies (TSV), a branch organisation
for scholarly associations in Finland with special
knowledge in scientific publishing in general
and open-access publishing in particular.

Like the magazine’s previous website, the
new portal is also built using the Open Journal
System 3.0 software, which has been designed
to respond to the needs of authors, readers, pub-
lishers and financiers for a reliable, smooth and
interactive editing and publishing tool. The user
interface has nevertheless received a substantial
facelift and comprehensive technical improve-
ments have also been made. Taken together,
these renewals will hopefully enhance the work
of the journal, making it more attractive and
increasing its impact for readers as well as writ-
ers, reviewers and the scholarly community as a
whole. We hope you will find your way to the
new portal and enjoy it!

This issue offers four scholarly articles as
well as a book review. The articles approach

Jewish questions from different academic per-
spectives, methodologies and periods of time,
thus illustrating the breadth that NJ strives
to represent. The first article, written by Lena
Roos, deals with the multifarious question of
cross-dressing, i.e. the practice of dressing in
clothes that are not associated with one’s own
sex or group, based on the medieval ethical
treaty Sefer Chasidim. By comparing the explicit
permission stated in the tractate of such prac-
tices in particular situations to Jewish and
Christian sources of the time, the contours of an
intricate practice of boundary negotiation can
be drawn where both gender and interreligious
relationships come into play. Hereafter we move
forward in history to the early twentieth century
Finland. André Swanstrom’s article, based on
archival research, follows the Lithuanian born
Jewish merchant Ivan Baruch Kutisker as he
encounters government-sanctioned antisemit-
ism in the young republic.

The third article of this journal issue, written
by Tanja Schult, constitutes a continuation of an
article included in volume 27(2) of Scandinavian
Jewish Studies. In the present article, Schult
continues her analysis of Holocaust Memorial
Monuments in Sweden, now focusing on the
time period 1998—2009. Finally, a review art-
icle written by Jennifer Nystrom is presented,
in which she analyses the recently published
document ‘“The gifts and the calling of God are
irrevocable’, intended as a theological reflection
on questions of relevance to Jewish-Catholic
relations today and published by a commission
appointed for the task by the Catholic Church.
In conclusion, Kristian Gerner’s review of André
Swanstrom’s newly published book The Jews and
the Psycho-historian of Tolerance in the Greater
Finland, Finland, 1825-1917, is published. ™
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
