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gen har vi glidjen att publicera ett digert

nummer av Nordisk judaistik / Scandinavian
Jewish Studies. Det innehiller tre forsk-
ningsartiklar, alla pa engelska. Christhard
Hoffmann skriver om hur nordiska forfat-
tare och journalister inbjods av Tyskland
att komma till Ostfronten under forsta
virldskriget och vad dessa skrev om judarna,
framfor allt i Warszawa. Judarna i denna stad
framstilldes som levande i extrem fattigdom,
som utgérande ett frimmande element —
vilket betraktades som typiskt for judiskt liv
rent generellt. Numrets andra artikel, skriven
av Jens Carlesson Magalhdes och Fredrik
Jansson, granskar tre forestillningar om
judar i svensk press mellan 1770 och 1900:
om ritualmord, om den vandrande juden och
om det som di kallades indianer som attlin-
gar till judar. Forfattarna argumenterar for att
termerna “allosemitism” och “kosmisering” dr
nyttiga dd man vill férstd hur judarna andra-
fierades. I den sista forskningsartikeln skriver
Erik Magnusson om rabbinen och politikern
Meir Kahanes tankar om judisk assimila-
tion, ett dmne som inte tidigare varit sir-
skilt framtrddande i forskningen om denne
extreme persons verk och tankar.

Numret innehiller tvd oversiktsartiklar.
Sex nordiska forskare ger en omfattande och
tor forskningen mycket anvindbar presen-
tation av judiska arkiv i Danmark, Finland,
Norge och Sverige. Richard Raskin bidrar

med en reflektion éver bakgrunden till en
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berittelse om ett portritt av Mose som den
ungerske psykoanalytikern David Rapaport
har atergett. Vidare innehéller numret en rap-
port av Maja Hultman om en workshop som
holls i juni 2021 (digitalt) med anledning av
att det gitt 7o ar sedan Marcus Ehrenpreis
dod. Workshopen ordnades av universiteten
i Wien och i Géteborg och handlade om
hur interna etniska, religiésa och politiska
minoriteter i den judiska folkgruppen be-
handlats av judiska religiosa ledare.

I sektionen for bokrecensioner upp-
mirksammas denna ging en antologi om
Stockholms stora synagoga, en doktors-
avhandling frin Abo Akademi som handlar
om blandiktenskap bland Finlands judar
samt en bok om judarnas historia i Sverige
som nominerades till det prestigefyllda
Augustpriset som bista svenska faktabok.
Avslutningsvis ingr en nekrolog 6ver Nils
Martola, som under manga ir med framgéing
tungerade som redaktor f6r Nordisk judaistik.

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O nce again, we have the pleasure of publish-
ing a substantial issue of Nordlisk judaistik/
Scandinavian Jewish Studies. It contains three
research articles, all in English. Christhard
Hoffmann writes about how Nordic authors
and journalists were invited by German
authorities to come to the Eastern Front dur-
ing the First World War and what they wrote
about the Jews, especially in Warsaw. The
Jews in this city were portrayed as living in
extreme poverty, as constituting a foreign ele-
ment — characteristics considered typical of
Jewish life in general. The second article of the
issue, written by Jens Carlesson Magalhdes
and Fredrik Jansson, examines three myths of
Jews circulating in the Swedish press between
1770 and 1900: Blood Libel, the Wandering
Jew, and Israelite-Indians, a trope alluding
to Native Americans as descendants of Jews.
The authors argue that the terms ‘allosem-
itism’ and ‘cosmisation’ are useful when seek-
ing to understand how the Jews were othered.
In the third research article, Erik Magnusson
writes about the rabbi and politician Meir
Kahane’s thoughts on Jewish assimilation, a
topic that has not previously been particularly
prominent in research on this radical person’s
work and thought.

The issue contains two review articles.
Six Nordic researchers give a comprehensive
presentation of Jewish archives in Denmark,
Finland, Norway and Sweden, which will be of
great use for future research. Richard Raskin,
for his part, contributes with a reflection on
the background to a story about a portrait
of Moses that the Hungarian psychoanalyst
David Rapaport reproduced. Furthermore,
the issue contains a report by Maja Hultman
from a digital workshop held in June 2021,
highlighting the fact that seventy years have
passed since the death of Marcus Ehrenpreis.
"The workshop was organised by the universi-
ties of Vienna and Gothenburg and dealt with
how ethnic, religious and political minorities

within the Jewish communities were treated
by Jewish religious leaders.

The book reviews section presents an
anthology about Stockholm’s Great Syna-
gogue, a doctoral dissertation from Abo
Akademi University about mixed marriages
among Finnish Jews, and a book about the
history of Jews in Sweden that was nomin-
ated for the prestigious August Prize in the
category for non-fiction books. Finally, an
obituary of Nils Martola, who for many years
successfully served as the editor of Nordisk
Jjudaistik, is included.

We are delighted to see that interest in
our journal is steadily growing. The statistics
show that the number of article downloads
has almost tripled, from 14,216 in 2018 to
41,646 in 2020. However, we are not resting
on our laurels, but continue to work on the
delivery of interesting issues in the future.
A big thank you to all who submit texts or
encourage their students to do so. We hope
