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e are very pleased to present the
first issue of the re-launched jour-
nal Nordisk judaistik — Scandinavian

Jewish Studies (N]). Nordisk judaistik — Scan-
dinavian Jewish Studies was founded in 1975
as the leading academic peer-reviewed pub-
lication in the Nordic countries. For dec-
ades, the journal was the main forum for
discussion and knowledge-building in the
interdisciplinary field of Jewish studies with
contributions from the history of religions,
theology, linguistics, history, education, social
sciences, literature, anthropology, and much
more.

Due to discontinued funding, the maga-
zine has been on hold for several years.
But now, thanks to financial support from
NOP-HS (the Nordic Publications Commit-
tee for Humanist and Social Sciences Period-
icals) and the diligent cooperation of scholars
in the field — who have contributed to the
editorial board with their knowledge, con-
tacts and enthusiasm as well as submitted
articles for publication — we are now able to
re-launch the journal.

This first issue contains three schol-
arly articles and a review article. Henrik
Rosengren presents the thoughts and works
of Hans Holewa, a composer who, after

having fled antisemitism in Vienna settled in
Sweden in 1937, focusing especially on the
intersection of his radical musical aesthetics
with his relationship to his Jewish heritage.
Mordechay Giloh describes the contro-
versies between Polish-Jewish and non-
Jewish immigrants, who arrived in Sweden at
the end of the Second World War based on
extensive archival material. Recent research
on Jews in Finland is evaluated in a cross-
disciplinary perspective by Laura Ekholm,
Simo Muir and Oula Silvennoinen. Finally,
Morten Thing reviews books on Jewish his-
tory in Denmark published after the turn of
the millennium.

NJ is now an open-access e-journal, avail-
able through the journal publication platform
Q]S (https://ojs.abo.fi/nj). The portal is avail-
able in English (default) and Swedish (lan-
guage is selected in the menu to the right). As
previously, NJ accepts articles both in English
and in Scandinavian languages as well as in
German. On the website, you find informa-
tion about the editorial board, publishing
principles and author guidelines. There are
also tables of contents, abstracts, and key-
words for previous issues. Hopefully, in the
future, we will able to secure funding for a
digitalisation project so that all the previous
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issues can be published electronically in full
text.

As in the past, NJ is a peer-reviewed jour-
nal but from now on it will be published as an
e-journal only (for more details on the review
process, please consult the section ‘Policies’in
the journal website). The new issues of NJ will
be freely available to everyone; NJ provides
immediate open access to its content on the
principle that making research freely avail-
able to the public supports a greater global
exchange of knowledge. Thus, subscription is
not required, but we recommend that every-
one with an interest in the journal register in
the portal. You can register as:

1) Reader: that way, you ‘subscribe’ to the
journal and receive information about
new issues and other interesting things
going on within Jewish studies in the
Nordic countries;

2) Reviewer: by entering your interests and
areas of research, we can engage you as a
reviewer for manuscripts;

3) Author: you can submit articles, reviews,
overviews and comments for review.

We hope that this re-launch will mark
the beginning of a new era of fruitful co-
operation and stimulating exchanges of ideas
among scholars interested in the versatile
field of Jewish studies in the Nordic countries
and beyond. We hope that NJ will once again
become an important channel of information
and discussion for scholars interested in Jews
and Judaism in the Nordic countries.

From now on, two issues of NJ will be
published each year. A second issue is sched-
uled to be published at the end of the year.

We look forward to many years of aca-
demic discussion and debate through NJ.
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Tidskriften Nordisk judaistik — Scandinavian
Jewish Studies (N]) grundades ar 1975 som
den ledande vetenskapliga peer-review publi-
kationen i Norden. Under decennier var tid-
skriften det viktigaste forumet f6r diskussion
och kunskapsutveckling inom judaistikens
hela tvirvetenskapliga filt, med bidrag frin
religionshistoria, teologi, lingvistik, historia,
pedagogik, samhillsvetenskaperna, litteratur,
antropologi och mycket mera.

Pi grund av finansieringssvarigheter har
tidskriften legat pd is i ett antal ir. Tack vare
stod frin NOP-HS (Nordiska publicerings-
nimnden for humanistiska och samhills-
vetenskapliga tidskrifter) och det aktiva sam-
arbetet mellan forskare pa omridet — vilka
dels har bidragit med sin kunskap, sina nit-
verk och sin entusiasm i redaktionsridet, dels
med artiklar som granskats for publicering
— glider vi oss it att nu kunna publicera det
forsta nya numret av NJ.

Detta forsta nummer innehaller tre artik-
lar och en 6versiktsartikel. Henrik Rosengren
presenterar tonsittaren Hans Holewa, som
efter flykten undan antisemitismen i Wien
ir 1937 levde i exil i Sverige. Rosengren
fokuserar speciellt pa spinningsfiltet mellan
Holewas radikala musikestetik och hans rela-
tion till det judiska arvet. Mordechay Giloh,
i sin tur, beskriver motsittningarna mellan
judiska och icke-judiska polska 6verlevande
som anlinde till Sverige vid andra virlds-
krigets slut. Laura Ekholm, Simo Muir och
Oula Silvennoinen evaluerar i sin artikel
aktuell forskning kring judarna i Finland ur
ett tvirvetenskapligt perspektiv. Slutligen
presenterar Morten Thing bécker kring
judisk historia i Danmark som publicerats
sedan millennieskiftet.

NJ publiceras nu som en open access
e-tidskrift 1  tidskriftsplattformen Q]S
(https://ojs.abo.fi/nj). Portalen finns pa
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engelska (standardinstillning) och svenska
(sprak viljs i menyn till hoger). Tidskriften
mottar, som tidigare, texter skrivna antingen
pa engelska eller nigot av de skandina-
viska spriken eller tyska. Pi webbsidan
finns information om bl.a. redaktionsridet,
publiceringsprinciper och  skribentanvis-
ningar. Hir finns ocksd innehillsforteck-
ningar, abstracts och nyckelord for tidigare
irs nummer. Forhoppningsvis lyckas vi i
framtiden sikra finansiering for ett storre
digitaliseringsprojekt s att vi kan ligga ut
alla tidigare nummer i fulltext.

Fran och med nu publiceras NJ enbart
som e-tidskrift enligt samma strikt veten-
skapliga kriterier som f6rr. Det innebir att
artiklar accepteras for publicering endast pa
grundval av en grundlig, anonym gransk-
ningsprocess (f6r en mera detaljerad beskriv-
ning av granskningsprocessen, bekanta dig
med webbsidans sektionen "Policies”). De
nya numren av NJ blir fritt tillgdngliga for
alla intresserade. Var open access policy
bygger pi principen att gora forskning fritt
tillgénglig for allminheten och pd si sitt
bidra till ett 6ppet utbyte av idéer och kun-
skap. Prenumeration krivs alltsd inte, men vi
rekommenderar att alla intresserade registre-
rar sig i portalen. Man kan registrera sig som:

2) Reviewer/granskare: genom att ange
dina intresse- och kompetensomridena
kan vi i framtiden engagera dig som
granskare for manuskript.
