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Abstract

The period of images/pictures is coming! Wherever we look, we are inun-
diated with them, also, and perhaps mostly with the help of modern infor-
mation technologies. The so-called visual and artistic literacies and picto-
rial sciences are coming increasingly in the foreground of needs of the Slove-
nian and International public.
